This aerial view of the Kosciuszko
Mound is taken from its website
(kopieckosciuszki.pl). It stands on
Sikornik Hill at some 1100 feet above
the city of Krakdw. Shown here is the
small Chapel of Blessed Bronistawa
at the foot of the Mound. It had
been the site of Bajdek’s historical
induction as an Honorary Member of
the Kosciuszko Mound Committee,
the first-ever foreigner, and thus also
the first-ever American to be
extended Honorary Membership.

Please note that the Polish word “Fort” connotes Austria’s use of the Mound complex, with the removal of
surrounding trees and other vegetation ensuring clear line of sight observational capability for raking the
field with rifle, machine gun and artillery fire against Russian forces during World War I. The Polish phrase,
“Fort Kosciuszko w 1915 r” simply means Fort Kosciuszko in the year 1915.

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This is the interior of the Blessed
Bronistawa Chapel where the formal
induction ceremony took place. On the
altar is a bust of Tadeusz Kosciuszko
1746-1817), the Polish volunteer who
ad participated as a combat engineer
with the rank of an American Colonel in
our nation’s War of Independence.
Kosciuszko had attracted George
Washington’s attention when
Kosciuszko’s fortification design for the
battle of Saratoga led to an American
victory over British and allied German
mercenary forces. As the result of that
victory, George Washington next selected
Kosciuszko to design the fortifications for
West Point, making of it “America’s
Gibraltar” which the British never were
able to assault, thereby giving American
forces full control of the Hudson River.




Anthony J. Bajdek, a retired Associate Dean
and Senior Lecturer of History at Northeastern
University, in Boston, Massachusetts is here
shown seated while the 11t Lifetime President
of the Kosciuszko Mound Committee and
Jagiellonian University Professor Emeritus of
History, Mieczystaw Rokosz, Ph.D., introduced
him to the Committee and special guests, one
of whom had been United States Air Force
Academy graduate, Carlos Alvarado, whose
grandfather on his mother’s side of the family
had been Polish. Alvarado is the liaison officer
for the United States Consulate in Krakdw. Both
he and Cynthia Bajdek had been the only two
Americans who witnessed Dean Bajdek’s
formal induction. The blue hues of the photos
had been caused by the Chapel’s blue stained-
glass windows.
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This is the white-marble plaque on HOITETY ROPCA ROSCIUSE:
which Dean Bajdek’s name is carved i

and tinctured in gold-leaf. Being NRE. FRANCISEER MATHA
included on it is a source of great pride e
to him insofar as it identifies him as
being an American-born citizen of the
United States, the independence for
which Kosciuszko had fought with great
distinction to secure forever as a
champion of freedom, independence,
democracy and equality, not only in the
United States against Great Britain but
also in Poland against Russia.

Dean and Senior Lecturer in History Anthony J. Bajdek, President / Founder of the American Association of the Friends of Kosciuszko at West
Point, on the right. The event of 2019 was sustained and driven by the one of 2008. The words for the plaque -- including those of John H. B.
Latrobe who designed the Kosciuszko Monument for West Point that was dedicated on July 4, 1828 which made it the world’s second oldest
national monument raised in memory of Kosciuszko, with the oldest being the Kosciuszko Mound of 1823 -- were those of Dean Bajdek, as
was the final design of the symbolic bridge connecting the United States and Poland by virtue of Kosciuszko’s altruistic service in the
universal cause of freedom, independence, democracy and equality. The plaque was forged in the United States and shipped to Krakéw.

The following two slides contain the full texts of June 6, 2019 and July 10, 2019,
taken from the website of the Kosciuszko Mound and the Kosciuszko Mound
Committee, that illustrate the publicity provided for the events of June 18,
2019. Whereas the texts are quoted verbatim, they have been
re-arranged to conform to the requirements of the design
utilized to produce this power-point rendition.

From 11:00 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. on June 18, in the Museum of Krakow’s Patac Krzysztofory located on the Rynek Gtowny,
the Committee had afforded Dean Bajdek the opportunity to present two papers, the first being on the progress of his
forthcoming book, “WHEN VICTIMIZATION OF POLAND WAS NEVER IN DOUBT: Fostering Knowledge of and Sympathy for
Poland in the Early American Republic, Niles’ Register, 1811-1849” and the second paper being, “On the 212t Anniversary
of Joel Barlow’s Columbiad, A Perspective on Kosciuszko’s Role at Saratoga” which, in the case of the latter paper, he also
had presented three days earlier on June 15 at the 7t World Conference on Polish Studies at the University of Gdansk.
